PRESENTATION FROM JAY BADENHORST CHAIRMAN OF TEES LPC

· Jay Badenhorst introduced himself as the Chairman of Tees LPC, which is the local representation organisation for all community pharmacies in Tees.

· The LPC works closely with NHS England Area Team, CCGs, Local Authorities and other/allied healthcare professionals.

· LPCs also aim to work closely with other local representation groups, Local Medical Committee, Local Dental Committee and Local Optical Committee

· LPC have a community pharmacy contractual framework which is a flat funded 5 year agreement. Pharmacy owners are contracted by the NHS to provide a range of services, including the dispensing of medicines and Pharmacies also provide services that are commissioned locally by CCGs and local Authorities.

· Further developments and opportunities are being piloted which may, if successful, be commissioned nationally. Including the Pharmacy Integration Fund and the PCN Testbed programme are NHS development initiatives that will be used to provide the necessary funding for pilots. 
· Tees LPC Presentation circulated with notes.

Q – Can you provide the figures for Tees?

A – Yes, I can get the figures and feed these back to LMC to distribute.

Q – The presentation was very helpful, I am interested the measurements of the work, do you know what the reduction was in GP consultations

A – 14,000 patients that were seen in the pharmacy would have gone to A&E or General Practice.

LIS DEVELOPMENT 
· The Chief Executive informed board members, one reason discussing this is to get a clear view / strong opinion from the board to take to CCG.
· The publication of the NHS England/Improvement (NHSE/I) draft PCN DES specifications have caused much debate and concern across the country.

· In regards to the DES CLMC issued a clear statement rejecting it as written as undeliverable, dangerous and damaging to general practice, due to lots of unanswered issues, no monies, staffing difficulties.

· CLMC also issued a LIS statement, being linked together makes it difficult for practices to sign.

· CLMC have worked closely with the CCGs on the LIS and changes have been made following these negotiations.

· Do practices agree with this? It is important that practices go to the locality engagement sessions to let the CCG know.

· Dr B Posmyk gave an update to board members, informing them that after engagements with Practices, PCN Clinical Directors and Clinical Council of members, they have agreed to review the inclusion of the PCN indicator and the link to the National DES, The requirement to be part of a PCN will remain in the LIS and we will adopt the words as the LMC suggested ‘Practices need to demonstrate active participation in a PCN, with a signed network agreement in place, and demonstrate engagement in system wide working.
· Mrs K Hawkins informed members that the executives have put a lot of work into this and recognised the feelings across Tees, Clinical Council of members felt strongly and wanted to make these changes. The LMC have been very clear and honest with concerns around the DES, we will continue to work closely with the LMC. 
· Concerns were heard on the pattern of delivery of LIS’s, every year Practices are going through more emails/meetings to discuss the LIS.

· Practices are concerned over the costs/funding of hosting new staff and IT costs.

Q – IF the PCNs employ staff under the reimbursement scheme who is responsible? 

A – Any staff employed under the reimbursement scheme is your responsibility and fall under employment law, we strongly recommend dusting of your PCN contracts, employment contracts to work out the role reimbursement. Cleveland LMC are very happy to come out to Practices, PCN meetings to discuss this further if needed.

Q – When the national DES comes out and Local Networks cannot achieve it, things that they have already started? What will happen with the funding? And what if 6 months down the line and a Practice does not want to be in a PCN, do they lose all the funding?
A – The funding will disappear. PCNs are not legal entity, we want practices to deliver together so we don’t have to through procurements. The CCG would work closely with the practice, we want 100% coverage and no practices to be left in isolation. The CCG is committed and have made a big investment into it.

Q – When will we see the DES
A – The LIS is coming out 5th February and needs to be signed be 28th February 2020, it is highly unlikely we will see the DES before this date. The GPC have a negotiation meeting on 6th February with special conference date to be confirmed.
